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Congratulations to our River Hawks on their victory over Boston University
at the TD Garden for the Hockey East championship. They went on to win
the Northeast Regional final at the Verizon Wireless Arena and faced off
against Yale in the NCAA's Frozen Four.

Moving Up: Division |

The America East Board of Presidents unanimously
approved accepting UMass Lowell as a member of the
America East Conference effective July 1, 2013. “UMass
Lowell is an outstanding addition to our membership
and an ideal fit for America East,” said Stony Brook
University President and Chairman of the America East
Board of Presidents Samuel L. Stanley.

“UMass Lowell is proud to have been chosen to join the
America East Conference, not just on the basis of the
strengths of our outstanding athletics programs and
facilities, but also because of the University’s excellence
in academics, research and vibrant campus life,” said
UMass Lowell Chancellor Marty Meehan.

UMass Lowell will begin competing in 14 sports in the
2013-14 academic year, but will not be eligible for
postseason play while it completes the four-year NCAA
reclassification from Division II to Division I. The River
Hawks will be full Division I members of America East for
the 2017-18 academic year. UMass Lowell will join the
University at Albany, Binghamton University, University of
Hartford, University of Maine, University of Maryland
Baltimore County, University of New Hampshire, Stony
Brook University and University of Vermont.

Members of the UMass Lowell Art Department traveled overseas to Tel Aviv,
Israel, this past May to collaborate with the Shenkar College of Design and
Engineering. The collaboration began over a year ago with the goal of
strengthening the relationship between the arts and engineering at both
schools. Last November, six members of the Textile Design Department at
Shenkar traveled to UMass Lowell for a series of workshops. The design,
sculpture, printmaking and painting classes directly involved 82 of our
students and seven of our faculty. Many projects were realized, while some
initiated more sustained ongoing investigations, particularly with our
plastics program.

The collaboration was then continued in Israel as fine art students Eileen
Ryan, Jessica Tawczynski, Duy Hoang, Lars-Erik Miller and Channate Phauk
traveled along with Assoc. Prof. Stephen Mishol, Prof. James Coates and
Studio Manager Anna Isaak-Ross to visit Shenkar College for a week of
studio work and to install an exhibit at the Lorber Gallery in Tel Aviv.
